The accreditation of the Cyprus College Degrees and Diplomas by the Cyprus
government following an independent evaluation by the Accreditation Council, is
additional confirmation of the quality of education that Cyprus College has enjoyed
for many years and is indicative of its university level education.

5. THE HOTEL MANAGEMENT PROGRAM OFFERS
PRACTICAL TRAINING WITH PAY
The 3-year Higher Diploma in Hotel Management places equal emphasis on
comprehensive instruction in theory and practical training, especially on the
fundamental disciplines of food and beverage operations. For their practical training,
students are placed for four summer months (June-September) in the best hotels
and restaurants of Cyprus. Since they provide valuable services to these
institutions, the students receive financial compensation during this period of their
studies. Students may earn a monthly salary of �uro6600 to 6750. After completing
the 3-year Higher Diploma in Hotel Management students may continue for one more
year and register for advanced courses in business and hospitality management.
Successful completion of these courses leads to the Bachelor of Business
Administration Degree in Hospitality Management. 



6. COOPERATION WITH BRITISH & AMERICAN UNIVERSITIES
The College places great importance in the promotion of educational cooperation
and exchanges with other institutions of higher learning. Therefore, it has formed
several academic alliances and/or signed academic agreements with institutions
in the US, UK and Europe in general. This means that Cyprus College students can
transfer abroad at any time during their undergraduate studies to complete their
Bachelor Degree without losing the credits that they earn here. Our students also
have the option of completing their Bachelor Degree at Cyprus College and begin
graduate studies (Master Degree).

ADMISSION PROCEDURE AND CRITERIA
International students will need to submit the following documents to the Cyprus

College Office of Admissions, P.O.Box 22006, 1516 Nicosia, Cyprus at least one

month prior to the beginning of the semester in order to be admitted to the college

and comply with Immigration Regulations:

1. A completed application form together with a non-refundable fee of EuroŒ50.

2. Official or Certified Academic Records (In English). 

ñ Undergraduate students must submit a copy of their High School Leaving

Diploma  and grade marksheets in English attested by awarding institution or

Ministry of Education or Examining Board (for Chinese applicants attestation

can be from Notary Public). 

ñ Graduate students (Master program) must submit a copy of their Bachelor•s

Degree and grade marksheets in English attested by awarding institution or

Ministry of Education (for Chinese applicants attestation can be from Notary

Public). In addition, applicants must submit two letters of recommendation

and proof of work experience.

In order to be considered for admission, the average grade on the High School
Leaving Certificate or Bachelor Degree must be •C• and above or its equivalent.

3. Copy of a valid passport.

4. Two passport size photographs.

5. After an applicant receives an acceptance letter from the College, then he/she

must submit:

(a) The estimated tuition for the first semester of Euro42,800. Final

adjustment to fees will be done after a student registers at Cyprus College.

(b) The International Student Guarantee of Euro4350. The International

Student Guarantee is fully refundable when you leave Cyprus.

A student who fails to register is entitled to a refund provided the Registrar•s

Office is notified in writing. An administrative charge to cover bank expenses of

CYP100/Euro 4170 will be deducted from the student•s payment.

EVIDENCE OF KNOWLEDGE OF ENGLISH
English is the language of instruction at Cyprus College. Applicants whose native

language in not English will take the College English Placement Test (EPT) upon

arrival at the college. Applicants who have passed either the TOEFL examination

with a minimum score of 550 (213 computer-based), English IGCSE •O• Level with

Grade •C• and above or IELTS with a score of 6.5 and above are exempt from the EPT.

English is not a requirement for admission. Candidates whose English proficiency is

not up to the college standard, will take special English Language classes.

Applications and required documents must be received by the

Office of Admissions by the following deadlines:

Fall Semester (October to January) - August 30

Spring Semester (February to May) - December 30

Summer Session (June to July) - April 30

ADMISSION & VISA REQUIREMENTS



STUDENT VISA REQUIREMENTS
Your application for admission to Cyprus College is subject to approval from the
Ministry of Education and the Cyprus Migration Office. Once we will obtain approval you
will need to apply for a student visa from the Cyprus Embassy/Consulate in your
country of origin. The college will inform you the exact dates you can appear for your
interview. During the interview students must have with them the following documents:

1. Original and attested copy of High School Leaving Diploma and grade marksheets
in English from awarding institution or Ministry of Education or Examining Board.
Chinese students must submit a copy of the Senior Middle School Leaving
Diploma and final grade marksheet (in English) attested by Notary Public.
Graduate students (Master program) must submit original and attested copy of
Bachelor•s Degree and grade marksheets in English from awarding institution or
Ministry of Education (for Chinese applicants attestation can be from Notary Public). 

2. Original letter and copy from the sponsor•s bank (in English) confirming that
the sponsor (mother or father) has sufficient funds to finance the student•s
fees and living expenses in Cyprus. The college has a sample letter and
students are advised to prepare the bank letter as the college recommends it.

3. Original letter and copy of good conduct (in English) from the police authorities
in the student•s country of residence indicating clear criminal record. 

4. Valid passport and copy of relevant pages.

5. Acceptance letter from Cyprus College.

6. The receipts indicating payments to Cyprus College of Œ3,200 (Application
fee Œ50, International Student Guarantee Œ350, Estimated Tuition fees Œ2,800)
together with official bank receipts, to prove the transfer of payment to the
College.

7. Return air ticket to country of origin.

8. Visa fee upon issuance of a student visa.

For successful applicants the Embassy/Consulate will attest the certified copies
of the above documents. 

ARRIVAL CHECKLIST
When entering Cyprus all international students (not required for EU applicants) should
also have the following with them, otherwise they will be denied entry to Cyprus:
1. The copies attested by the Embassy/Consulate.
2. Cash in hand of at least EuroŒ1,600 to cover personal expenses (meals, books,

accommodation etc).
3. The receipts of Cyprus College indicating total payments to the College of

Œ3,200 (Estimated Tuition Fees of  Œ2,800, International Student Guarantee of
Œ350 and Application fee Œ50). 

4. Official bank receipts, from the bank of your country to prove the transfer of
payment to the College.

5. Acceptance letter from the Office of Admissions.
6. A valid passport.
7. Return air ticket to country of origin.

HOUSING OPTIONS
Cyprus College offers a range of accommodation from halls of residence to
student apartments. Living in halls of residence and student apartments is one of
the best ways to get to know people when your first come to Nicosia. The cost of
accomodation ranges from 4240-4340 per student per month depending on the
housing unit you choose.
If you do not want to live in college accommodation you can apply to the Office of
Student Affairs for listings of off-campus housing. Private accommodation can only
be arranged when you are already in Cyprus. The cost of a furnished apartment can
range from 4450-4550 per month. You will need to sign a 12-month contract and in
addition to the monthly rent there will be added charges for water, electricity and
telephone expenses.

Tuition
fees expressed above are in EuroŒand therefore cost might vary due to
exchange fluctuations. The exchange rate used above was EuroŒ1.75  to
CYí1.00. The Cyprus Immigration Authorities state that all international students
must pay their tuition and fees for one semester prior to the beginning of
classes. Students are advised to make their payments to the College in EuroŒ.

Payment by Western Union
Cyprus College accepts payments through Western Union. Look under
•Western UnionŽ in your local phone directory and call to find your nearest
Western Union location. Upon arrival at the location, pay the principal in cash
plus the low fixed fee. It is necessary to have your passport with you. You will
get a payment confirmation number from Western Union, and Cyprus College is
advised of your payment within minutes. You need to send a copy of your
payment to the college indicating the transfer amount and the control number.
